SAT Prep Academy

The Academy consists of ten (10) classes over the course of five (5) weeks.   Each week
students are expected to complete an entire SAT test and learn approximately 150
vocabulary words.  The Academy will be held on Wednesdays and Thursdays for five (5)
weeks beginning at the end of June and continuing through.  Cost is $700 (includes 30
hours of instruction, all materials and bonus classes).  Classes take place at St. Joe’s Prep
and are instructed by Prep teachers.
