CONDUCT AGREEMENT
Retreat Program of St. Joseph's Preparatory School

Students attending the Kairos Retreat at the Malvern Retreat House are asked to review the
following rules. These rules are based on common sense, concern for others, and the Prep
Directives. We ask that the student and his parents review these rules and sign below to
acknowledge acceptance of these regulations. The Prep Directives are in effect during the retreat.

1. No one is to leave the grounds at any time for any reason. There is a curfew in effect, and
students will be picked up by the police if they are found on the road. The grounds next to the
center are off limits.

2. Prep students are not permitted in any areas except for those that the school has contracted to
use.

3. The buildings and grounds at the Malvern Retreat House are entrusted to us for our use. Please
have respect for the facilities. Any form of vandalism (writing or carving on furniture, defacing
walls, etc.) will require payment for any damage by the students involved in the incident. In
addition, these students will be subject to disciplinary action by the school.

4. Rowdy games and activities are for outside. Whatever is broken as a result of such actions will
be paid for by the students involved.

5. Smoking/dipping is prohibited at all times at the Malvern Retreat House. Violators will be
sent home and will be subject to disciplinary action by the school.

6. NO DRUGS OR ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ARE PERMITTED. They have no place on
the retreat and will not be tolerated. Any student using drugs or alcohol — or who is present in a
group using drugs or alcohol -- will be sent home, and he will be subject to disciplinary action by
the school. In addition to the usual sanctions, violation of the drug and alcohol policy on this
retreat will include exclusion from the graduation exercises.
